Pauline Elizabeth Rhind, poet and publisher, founded the Kakabeka Press in Toronto in 1971 as a vehicle
for publishing Canadian writers who could not find outlets for their work. The press appears to have
ceased operations sometime late in the 1970s. Rhind was a free-lance journalist for many years prior to
the establishment of Kakabeka, writing for the 'Hamilton spectator,' the 'Windsor star,' the 'Winnipeg free
press,' and several community newspapers. As a poet she published several titles with Kakabeka, and was
the author of 'Tell them about the real me,' concerning the life of Pauline Johnson.

The fonds documents Pauline Elizabeth Rhind's activities with the Kakabeka Press as well as her activities
as a writer and artist for the period 1945-1978.
