Note

Peter Wildeblood, writer and producer, was born in Alassio, Italy in 1923. Wildeblood was educated

at Radley College, Trinity College and Oxford. His career started in Great Britain as a producer and
screenwriter at Granada TV (1958-1970) and Executive Producer (plays), London Weekend TV
(1970-1972). Wildeblood later moved to Canada and held positions as Executive-in-Charge (independent
production), CBC Drama (1986) and Vice-President (creative affairs) at Wacko Entertainment (1988).

In addition to his television work, Wildeblood has written four books, including "Against the Law" and
lyrics for the musical "The Crooked Mile" (winner of the Ivor Novello Award for Light Music, 1959).
